jof new minimum technical standards
for geodetic surveys.

The Board of Professional Land

‘Tallahassee on September 30, 1988,

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Processing a Complaint

From time to time, questions arise concerning the length of time it takes for
the Department of Professional Regulation (DPR) and the Board of Professional
Land Surveyors to process a complamt lodged against a registered surveyor.
This article addresses the steps mvolved in that process and attempts to explain
why some cases may take longer to process than others.

Written complaints received by IDPR are directed to a complaint analyst.
Legally sufficient complaints (those which contain facts showing a violation of
Chapter 472 or any Board rules) are investigated and then reviewed by the
DPR prosecutor for submission to the probable cause panel, a committee com-
posed of two Board members. Accordlng to Board rules, one panel member
must be a registered land surveyor and the other may be either a consumer or
surveyor member of the Board. The panel reviews the complaint, the investiga-
tion, and the recommendation by the DPR prosecutor and then determines
whether a violation of either a statute or rule has occurred based on the infor-
mation presented. All materials rewewed by the panel, including the complaint
and the investigative materials, are conf1dent1al If the panel determines that
there is no probable cause to believe a violation has occurred, the materials
remain confidential; however, if thelpanel determines that there is probable
cause to believe that a violation of a rule or statute has occurred, the materials
become public record ten days after the finding of probable cause is made, The
probable cause panel is the only commlttee of the Board allowed to meet out of
the sunshine; in other words, meetmgs of the probable cause panel are closed to
the publlc Ordinarily, the panel meets in conjunction with Board meetmg's—
about six times a year. Additional meetmgs of the panel are called if necessi-
tated by the number of complaints and investigations.

The duty of the probable cause panel 1s not only to determine probable cause,
but to decide whether, once probable cause is determined, DPR should send the
surveyor a letter of guidance or issue an administrative complaint, If a letter of
guidance is sent, no further action 1s| required by the panel, the Board, or the
licensed surveyor. If an admlmstratwe complaint is issued, the complamt is
served on the surveyor either through certified mail, by personal service (simi-
lar to a Sheriff serving a summons) or by publlcatlon in the newspaper. When a
surveyor receives an administrative complaint, he has a 21-day period in which
to respond. If no response is received By DPR, the case is termed a default. If the
surveyor never responds, the Board may hear the case concerning his license
without his presence.

If a surveyor chooses to respond, he may elect either a formal or an informal
hearing or may waive his right to be heard. The difference between a formal
and an informal hearing is whether the surveyor chooses to argue the factual
allegations of the administrative complaint. If the surveyor chooses to admit or
not contest the allegations contained|within the administrative complaint, he
may elect an informal hearing and appear direct]y before the Board. Atsucha
hearing, the facts are not in dispute; the surveyor is allowed to argue either that
the facts as admitted do not constltute a violation of the law or that even though
a violation of the law has occurred the penalty should be mitigated.

If a surveyor chooses to dispute the allegations in the administrative com-
plaint, he may elect a formal hearing. In these cases, the file is transferred to the

Division of Administrative Hearing
(DOAH) for assignment. of a hearing
officer who will conduct a hearing on
the complaint. This process is the one
most similar to a trial, in that DPR
must prove its case against the sur-
veyor through witnesses and exhibits
and the surveyor may present what-
ever defenses he feels beneficial to
him through witnesses and exhibits.
A surveyor may retain a lawyer to
represent him in a formal hearing,
or he may represent himself.

A formal hearing ordinarily takes
more time to process than any other
type of hearing before the Board.
This is due to the necessity of refer-
ring the case to DOAH, assigning it
to a hearing officer, and placing it on
that hearing officer’s docket. In addi-
tion, some of the procedures used in
trials which are used in formal hear-
ings as well, such as disecovery, depo-
sitions, motions, and pre-hearing con-
ferences tend to lengthen the process.
Once the hearing officer hears the
case and makes his determination in
the form of a recommended order,
the recommended order is submitted
to the Board for its issuance of a final
order.

During preparation for either a
formal or informal hearing, a sur-
,veyor and DPR may enter into a
settlement agreement which is pre-
"sented to the Board for approval. If
rapproved, the penalties agreed to by
the surveyor in the agreement are
» instituted; if not approved the settle-
' ment agreement is sent back for re-
negotlatlon or the case is given a new
hearing.

‘ All administrative complaints even-
'tually result in a final order issued
! by the Board. Since the Board meets
''six times a year, cases are heard at
.one of these Board meetings. The
length of time it takes to process
isome cases depends, in part, upon
I'the type of response, if any, a sur-
, veyor has made to the administrative
complaint. As noted above, cases
 which are referred for formal hear-
l ing usually take the most time.
* All final orders may be appealed
“to one of the five District Courts of
" Appeal in Florida. When a complaint
'comes before the Board for final
"action, the Board members who are
on the probable cause panel are ex-
cused by law from participating in
, the final decision. The explanation

usually given for this is that the
materials which the Board sees in
preparation for final action on a case
may differ sharply from the mate-
rials which the probable cause panel
originally reviewed. An example is a
case that goes through a formal hear-
ing in which objections are made to
particular exhibits and testimony. As
a result, that testimony and those
exhibits are not part of the final
presentation before the Board. Rather
than expect the probable cause mem-
bers to separate what they originally
saw from what they can consider for
final action, the law excuses those
members from participating in the
final decision.

In summary, the length of time it
takes to process a complaint réeceived
by DPR may be short or long depend-
ing upon several factors: the time it
takes the department to investigate
the complaint; whether the probable
cause panel refers the case for further
investigation; the type of response, if
any the surveyor has made to the
administrative complaint; the type of
hearing; and whether either DPR or
the surveyor chooses to appeal the
Board’s final order.

the OHWM rules. Those comments
were similar to issues raised in the
Trustees’ petition.

The Board made no changes in the
OHWM portions of the rule. The
Board did make changes in other
portions of the rules based on publie
comment. Those changes are reflected
in a Notice of Change which was
published in the Florida Adminis-
trative Weekly on October 14, 1888,

Because of the legal challenge to
the OHWM portions of the rule, the
Board is not filing for adoption any
of the proposed rules relating to
OHWM. The remainder of the pro-
posed rules are, however, being filed
for adoption in order to meet the 90-
day time limit set forth in Section
120.54(11)(b), E.S., and to allow the
Board and the public to have the
benefit of those proposed rules which
have not been challenged.

21HH-6.002 through 21HH-6.006 (Min-
imum Technical Standards) as certi-
fied for adoption is presented below.
