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mapping by cartography is not
surveying and mapping, but that
mapping from direct
measurements of the ground IS
surveying and mapping that needs
public protection.  This issue is
becoming clear. Some say that
we need public protection from
ALL who measure the ground.
Others want to release the burden
of regulation from those currently
licensed, Perhaps there is a
compromise somewhere in the
mix, However, in the meantime,
our board is charged as an
administrative agency with carrying
out provisions of existing state law,
and we intend to do that.

Recently, the investigative branch
of BPR has announced a change of
approach. Instead of relying
exclusively on the ‘Uniform
Complaint Form' with
investigations emanating from
Tallahassee, the BPR now wants
to shift the investigation initiative to
their districts, and to become
proactive to go out and find activity
in surveying and mapping that is
causing public harm. To respond,
if you see anything, call your locat
BPR investigative field office.

Make a verbal statement, and
assist with the resulting
investigation in any appropriate

way. This seems to be what many

have been waiting for -- a more
personal approach. You'll be
hearing more on this.

Chapter 177, Part |,

Plat Law Revisions

As you rmay already have heard
the proposed revisions to plat law
did not pass the Legislature this
session. The revisions were
included in the Department's bill,
thanks to Rep. Mark Oglesby and
the Florida Surveying and Mapping

Society. The bill went through the -

House and its committees, then
proceeded to the Senate where it
made it through committees, but
died on.the floor on Friday the last
day of session. It is the Board's
understanding that the reason the
bill did not pass is because of a
problem with a mechanics lien law
issue that was tacked on as the bill
was going through the House.
There were no problems with the
revisions to plat law. The Board
has directed the Department to

keep the revisions to Chapterd/ /- .-

in the Department's bill for the
next legislative session.

Continuing
Education

Committee

The Continuing Education
Commiittee has been working
diligently with Board Counsei
Lealand Mc¢Charen to address the
five issues of concern identified at
the January 1997 Continuing
Education Committee Meeting.

Those five issues were reciprocity -

with other states continuing
education requirements for non-
residents, credits earned for
attendance at board and
association meetings, non
approved provider offerings,
continuing education requirements
for reactivation of an inactive
license, and carry over credits
from one biennium to the next.

In addition to revising the rules the
committee has also been busy
with approving providers and
answerng correspondences.

Probation

Committee

The Probation Committee had
one of its busiest meetings in May.
There were seven probationers
with survey reviews conducted.
Five of the seven were released
from probation having met the
terms of their final orders. Two
probationers are required to
submit a second set of surveys for
review. The purpose of the
survey review as part of the
probation process is to bring a
level of awareness to the
probationer that surveys must
meet minimum technical
standards. Many times the surveys
submitted are not in substantial
compliance and the actual review
at the meeting serves as an
education process of the
importance of meeting these
minimum standards. A comment
from the audience at the May
meeting was that they felt the
Probation Committee Meeting
was one the most educational
portions of the entire board

“meeting. Next time-a-board -~ -

meeting is held in your area you
might want to attend the first day
of the meeting to hear the
disciplinary action and the

Jume 1997

Probation Committee Meeting.
These two parts of the meeting
are generally held the morning of
the first day as a court reporter is
required.

There are currently seven
surveyors and mappers on active
probation at this time, Generally
the terms of probation are a fine,
suspension, with suspension
stayed, attendance at a minimum
technical standards course, and
review of six surveys by the
Probation Committee. if the first
six surveys are found to be in
substantial compliance and all
other terms of the final order are
met then the probationer is
released. If the surveys are not in
substantial compliance then
ancther six surveys must be
submitted for review.

Disciplinary Action
and Hearing Report

Three cases were presented to
the Board from the Division of
Administrative Hearings. The first
case was a recommended order
to deny an application for licensure
for Robert B. Curtis which the
Board accepted the
recommended order for denial.
Two cases involved exam scoring
issues. The first of which the
Board accepted the agreement
which changed a failing score to a
passing score for Robert Hand

~resulting n-ficensure as a
Professional Surveyor and
Mapper. The second case was a
recommended order of dismissal
for Roger E. Yates which the

m
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Board accepted. Four points were
awarded for a particular question,
however the award resulted in a
score which was still less then the
minimum score of 70 which was
needed to pass.

Three informal hearings for
application denials were held.
Glenn R. Everett being denied,
Glenn Hrenko being approved and
Austin Craig McCray being
continued to the September
meeting.

An informal hearing for
reinstatement of licensure was
held for Theodore Carl Boldt
(LS0002387). This hearing
included survey review of a third
set of surveys as the first two sets
reviewed by the Probation
Committée were not in substantial
compliance with minimum
technical standards. The third set

_ of surveys were found to be in

substantial compliance and Mr.
Boldt having met all other terms of
the final order was released from
probation and his license was
restored to good standing,

61Gl17 Rule Changes

Following are the rule changes that
the Board voted approval of at the
Full Board Meeting in May:

61G17-2.001 Grounds for Discipline.
Discipline follows an adjudication of guift
by the Board.

(1) Licersees, whether individual people
or business entities holding certificates of
authorization, shall be disciplined for false,
fraudulent, deceptive or misleading
advertising.

. {a) Advertising is false, fraudulent,

deceptive or misleading if it: contains a
matenal misrepresentation of fact; omits
the statement of any material fact that is
necessary to form a complete and
accurate understanding of the
advertisement; or is intended or is likely
to create an unjustified expectation.

(b) Examples of false, fraudulent,
deceptive or misleading advertisements
include: a statement that a licensee is a
certified specialist in any area outside the
licensee's field of expertise; a staternent
that the licensee's education or
experience in surveying and mapping is
greater than it actually is; a statement that
the licensee's involvernent with a
surveying and mapping project will be

greater than it actually. will be..... ... «...

(2) Licensees, whether individual people
or business entities holding certificates of
autharization, shall be disciplined for -
surveying and mapping which is
negligently or incompetently performed.

Surveying and mapping is negligently
performed if the licensee's violation of
professional standards of practice or
minimum technicat standards causes harm

to the licensee's client or to the public. A -

final civil judgment against a licersee for
negligence in the practice of surveying
and mapping constitutes probable cause
for the issuance of an administrative
complaint against the licensee for a
violation of this rule, except that nothing
in this rule shall be construed to require
such a final civil judgment for the purpose
of finding probable cause.
(3) Licensees, whether individual people
or business entities holding certificates of
authorization, shall be disciplined for
failing to abide by the minimum technical
standards set out in Rule Chapter
61G17-6, Florida Administrative Code.
{4) Licensees, whether individual people
or business entities holding certificates of
authorization, shall be disciplined for
violating Chapter 472, Fiorida Statutes,
Chapter 455, Florida Statutes, Chapter
177, Florida Statutes, or rules
promulgated pursuant to any of those
chapters by either the Department of
Business and Professional Regulation or
the Board.
(5) Licensees, whether individual people
or business entities holding certificates of
authorization, shall be disciplined for
failing to pay any final judgment entered
against the licensee in any civil proceeding
against the licensee involving the
licensee's practice of surveying and
mapping,;
(6} Licensees, whether individual people
or business entities holding certificates of
authorization, shall be disciplined for
misconduct in the practice of surveying

- and mapping. Violations of paragraphs (a)
through (1) of this subsection constitute
misconduct.
(a) Licensees, whether individual people
or business entities holding certificates of
authorization shall act as faithful agents or
trustees of their dients and employers in

~alt professional ratters;-and their fattures—

to do so shall constitute cause for
discipline. '

(b} Licensees, whether individual people
or business entities holding certificates of
authorization, may not be untruthful,
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deceptive or misleading in any
professional report, statement, or
testimony whether or not under oath.

{. A professional report, statement or
testimony is false, fraudulent, deceptive or
misleading if it: cortains a material
misrepresentation of fact; omits the
statement of any material fact that is
necessary to form a compiete and
accurate understanding of the
communication; or is intended or is likely
to create an unjustified expectation.

2. Examples of false, fraudulent, deceptive
or misleading statements include: a
statement that a licensee is a certified
specialist in any area outside the licensee's
field of expertise; a statement that the
licensee's education or experience in
surveying and mapping is greater than it
actually is; a statement that the licensee's
involvement with a surveying and
mapping project will be greater than it
actually will be.

(c)Licensees, whether individual people
or business entities holding certificates of
authorization, may not perform a
surveying and mapping assignment unless
they are qualified by education or
experience in o perform the type of
surveying and mapping which is the
subject of the assignmert,

(d) Licensees, whether individual pecple
or business entities holding certificates of
authorization, may not affix a signature
and seal to any document depicting an
area over which the licensee has
insufficient knowledge, education,
experience, or familiarity.

{e) Licensees, whether individual people
or business entities holding certificates of
authorization, may not offer any bribe,
commission or gift, either directly or
indirectly, to obtain selection or
preferment for surveying and mapping
employment.

[. An example of prohibited activity under
this part is a practice known as the
"washout" survey, wherein a licensee
agrees to accept payment for a surveying

“~and mapping service only upon the

contingency of a future event other than
the completion of the survey and map.
2. The activity prohibited by this part
does not pertain to the payment of a fee
to a licensed employment agency for
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secunng saJaned employment as a
surveyor and mapper.

4] Licensees, whether individual people
or business entities holding certificates of
authorization, may not solicit or accept
gifts or gratuities directly or indirectly from
contractors, their agents ar other parties
dealing with the licensee's client or
employer:in connection with work for
which the licensee is responsible.

(8) Except as provided in Rule
61G17-2.0013, Horida Administrative
Code, licersees, whether individual
people or,business entities holding
certificates of authorization, may not
engage inany professional conflict of
interest. An example of a professional
conflict of interest would be a situation in
which a county employee engages in the
private practice of surveying and mapping
on a project over which that person, as a
county employee has approval authority.
(h) Licensees whether individual pedple
or business entities nolding certificates of
authorization, rmay not use their surveying
and mapping expertise or their
professional surveying and mapping status
to commit a crime.

(1) Licensées, whether individual pecple
or business entities holding certificates of
authorization, may not affix their seals or
signatures to survey and mapping
documents or other documents required
1o be srgned and sealed by a ficensed
surveyor and mapper unless the
document has been personally prepared
by the licénsee or prepared under the
ficensee's supervision, direction and
control.

(i) Licensées, whether individual people
or business entities holding certificates of
authorization, may not knowingly
associateiwith or permit the use of their
names in a business verture with any
person of business entity which the
licensee knows or should know is
engaging in untawful, fraudulent or
dishonest business or professional
practices,

(I) Definttions.

(a) “Business entity." A business entity is a
corporatnon partnership, professional
assoaatjon firm, or individual practicing
lunder a fictitious name, engaged in the
pracnce of surveying and mapping for
public use.

(b) "Principal." A principal of a business
entrty is a principal officer of a
corporatlon a partner in a partnership, or
a person who has a financial interest in
the professional association or firm. An
|nd|vsduaJ practicing under a fictitious
name is also a principal.

(2) A business entity may not provide
slurveylng and mapplng services to the
pubhc nor engage in the practice of
surveylng and mapping for public use
unless the business entity first secures a
certlf cate of authonzatlon from the
Boa'ﬂ PR e .
(3) Business entities may not prowde
surveyung and mapping serwces to the
pubhc unless:

(a) there'is a reglstered surveyor and
mapper in residence at each surveying
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and mapping office providing surveying
and mapping services to the public who is
not aso in residence at any other office,
and

{b) one or more of the principal officers
of the corporation is a registered surveyor
and mapper, or .

{cyone or more of the partrers of the
partnership is a registered surveyor and
mapper, or

(d) one or more of the principals of a
business entity which is not a corporation
or a partnership is a registered surveyor
and mapper. ‘

{4) Surveyors and mappers may not
practice surveying and mapping as part of
a business entity unless: '

{a) at least one of the principals of the
business entity is a registered surveyor
and mapper, and

(b) all of the personnel of the busmess
entity who act as surveyors and mappers
either display current certificates of
registration as surveyors and mappers’
licensed by the Board or are acting under
the direct supervision of such a surveyor
and mapper as surveyor and mapper ‘
trainees, and '

{c)the business erttity displays a current
Certificate of Authorizatton from the
Board of Professional Surveyors and
Mappers at its principal office.

{5) No surveyor and mapper may serve
simuttaneously as the surveyor and
mapper in residence at for more than -
one surveying and mapping business
entity or office providing surveying and
mapping services to the public. 7
(6) A business entity may be disciplined,
for any violation for which an individual '
surveyor and mapper may be d:scnphned
(7) For the purposes of this rule, the
resident surveyor and mapper is the
surveyor and mapper with authority over
all surveying and mapping documents
issued from the office whether by the
resident surveyor and mapper or by
another surveyor and mapper out of that
office.

-~{8) Nothing in this rule is intended to

deny a temporary absence of the resident
surveyor and mapper from the office so
long as that surveyor and mapper remains
in authority.
