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Chapter 472
Revised

Effective July 1, 1994, the
following changes will be made to
Chapter 472, Florida Statutes:

All reference to “land” surveying
will be changed o “Surveying and
Mapping” and all reference to “land
surveyor” will be changed to
“surveyors and mappers”.

“Photogrammetric mappers” arc
specifically defined.

The new State Board will be
called “Board of Professional
Surveyors and Mappers™ and will
increase in size from 7 to 9 members.
The new make-up of the Board will be
six members registercd as surveyors
and mappers primarily engaged in-the
practice of surveying; one member
registered as a surveyor and mapper
primarily engaged in the practice of
photogrammetric mapping; and two

_consumer members,

The requirement for financial
responsibility is changed (o allow the
Board to provide rules under which the
licensee or business entity may choose
to post notice that they do not carry
professional liability insurance.

Failure to pay a final judgement in
connection with services provided or
failure o provide may result in license
revocation.

The military exemption for

licensure is repealed.

Effective July 1, 1999, applicants
are not qualified for licensure
exarnination without a four year
degree.

Effective Jan. 1, 1995, all persons
licensed as land surveyors shall
automatically be licensed as surveyors
and mappers as well as
photogrammetric mappers who by
Dec. 1, 1994 have submitted (o the
department the information required in
472,041 (2).

construction work. !
These unscrupulous
people often took the
consumers’ money and'
were never heard from
again. If they did finish
a job, the consumer
soon learned the work -
was substandard and
had to be redone. The
consumers often ended
up paying twice what |
they would have paid if

a licensed contractor had been hired in the I'irslI
place. '

Individuals who operate businesses or
practice professions without a proper Florida |
license arc a threat to consumers, and must be
dealt with aggressively.

To combat unlicensed aclivity, we have 1
created the Office of Unlicensed Activity !

Enforcement and Education within the
Division of Regulation. The staff is currently
working with the boards of Accountancy and
Construction in launching a statewide public
awareness campaign. This campaign is
designed to alert consumers about the dangers
of working with unlicensed persons, and what
can be done to stop unlicensed practitioners.

This public awareness campaign includes
brochures, public service announcements on
television, billboards, and press conferences. |
believe that the more the public is informed
and educated, the less likely they will be 1o hire
or do business with somcone who is not
licensed.

Florida has onc of the highest standards in
the nation for individuals wanting 10 obtain
professional licenses. We want to maintain
those high standards and put more teeth in our
cfforts to crack down on unlicensed
individuals. We will ullimately make the
practice of unlicensed activity unappealing.
unprefitable and completely unacceptable.
Please join me in this cffort.

(c) A licensce’s holding of an office or chairmanship on either
a state or national board of a professional association whose primary
purpose is to promote the profession of land surveying, except thit only
two (2) credits will be allowed for cach year of the biennium during
which the licensee held the office or chaired the committee for the
immediately preceding twelve (12} consccutive months;

(d) A licensee’s membership on the Board of Professional
Land Surveyors and Mappers, except that only two (2) credits will be
allowed for each year of the biennium during which the licensee was a
member of the Board for the immediately preceding twelve (12)
consecutive months.

A “course in a land surveying
subject” is a course such as: civil engineering, forestry, mathematics,
photogrammetry, land law, physical sciences, basic surveying, route
surveying, mapping, control surveying, legal principles of boundaries,
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geodetic astronomy, subdivisions, and cartography;

(b) The completion of courses or seminars offercd by
continuing education providers approved by the Board for the provision
of continuing education credit hours. A list of such providers is
available from the Board office upon wrillen request;

(c} Alicensee’s first presentation of a continuing cducation
course or seminar offered by a provider approved by the Board, except
that no more than six {(6) hours plus the credit hours allowed for that
course or seminar may be obtained by the licensce;

the Board of Professional Land Surveyors and Mappers. except that only
one (1) continuing education credit will be allowed for each day of such
attendance during the biennium. This credit may also be carned by
Board members in addition to credit allowed under paragraphs (2)(d} and
(e) of this rule.

(4) A licensee may earn credit toward bicnnial renewal as late
as the last day of the renewal period. No licensee. however.may claim
credit until after the credit has been earned by that licensee. Likewise,
noe credit earned after a biennium renewal date may be used to satisfy an
earlier bicnnial requirement.

(5) A first time Florida licensee shall receive twenty-four (24)
hours of continuing education credit for the biennium during which the
licensee receives notice that the licensee has passed the Florida laws and
rules examination.

61G17-5.0032 Audits and Proof of Continuing Education Credit
Earned.

(1) Licensees shall respond to any audit of their continuing
education credit that is conducted by the Board or by the Department of
Business and Professional Regulation. A licensee who fails to respond
to an audit within the timeframe specified in the audit letter shali
automatically be referred by staff to the complaint section of the
Department of the lecensee's failure to respond to the audit, for possible
failure to have obtained required continuing education credit. and/or for
possibly having obtained licensure renewal by fraud. If a finat order is
entered against the licensee for the licensee’s violation of this subsection,
the penalty for late response shall be suspension of license for the
number of days that the response was late. [f no response has been
received by the date of the hearing at which the administrative complaint
is considered by the Board, the penalty shall be suspension for at [east
one (1) year and indefinitely thereafter if the licensce has not responded
by the end of that year. The penalty shall also include a fine of up to
$100 a day for each day of nonresponsiveness,

{2} Alicensec who responds to the audit within the timeframe
specified in the audit letter but fails to simultaneously submit prool of all
claimed centinuing education credit shall automatically be referred by
staff to the complaint section of the Department for possible failure to
have obtaincd required continuing education credit and/or for possibly
having obtained licensure renewal by fraud. [f a final order is entered
against the licensee for the licensee’s violation of Lhis subsection, the
penalty for failing to simultancously submit proof of all claimed
continuing education credit shall be suspension of license for the numbe
of days that proof of all claimed continuing education credit was late. If
any proof is still required by the date of the hearing at which the
administrative complaint is considered by the Board, the penalty shall be
suspension for a least one (1) year and indefinitely thereafter if the
licensee has not submitted proof by the end of that year. The penalty
shall also include a fine of up to $50 a day for each day of failurc to
submit proof.

(3} The following documentaticon shall constitute proof of
continuing cducation credit:

(a) An official transcript from the registrar of a university.
college, junior college or community cellege documenting that the
licensee has completed a previously untaken course in a land surveying
subject. A “course in a land surveying subject” is a course such as: civil
engineering, forestry, mathematics, photogrammetry, land law, physical
sciences, basic surveying, route surveying, mapping, control surveying,

legalprinciples of boundaries, geodetic astronomy, subdivisions, and
cartography; j

(b) A certificate of completion or the transcript of a course or
seminar offered by a continuing cducation provider approved by the
Board,

{c) A program from the licensce's first presentation of a
continuing education course or seminar offered by a provider approved
by the Board;

(d) A writlen statement from the Board office documenting
the licensee’s aucndancc at a meeting of the Board. Minutes of the
meetings may be used by Board members to document their attendance;

(e) A cop), of the initial publication of a tand surveying book,
papcr, or article that ll% published under the name of the licensec;

(0 A dated certificate or Ietter acknowledging membership on
official stationery from a national or state professional association o the
licensee specilying lhc dates of the licensee’s membership:

(2) A ddtcd certificate or letter of recognition on official
stationery from a sm‘lc or national professional association to the licensee
confirming the llcenscc s office or chairmanship and the dates thereof;

(k) A datell letter on official stationery from a chapler of a
stale or national assc'cmuon confirming the dates of the licensee’s
attendance at a chapter meeting;

(i) A dated letter on official stationery from a staie or national
association to the licensee confirming the licensee’s registration for
attendance at a state or national meeting and the dates thereof, or a paid
registration receipt {rom the state or national association.

61G17-5.0041 Bnard Approval of Continuing Education Providers.

(1)(a) Prowdcrs of continuing cducation courscs or secminars
approved by the Board prior to the etfective date of this rule are herchy
automatically approyed under this rule until February 28, 1995, by which
time the provider must have applicd ancw and must have met the
requirements ofsubsicclions (2) and {3) of this rule.

(b} Applicants for continuing education provider status who
make application onjor after the effcctive date of this rule must meet the
requircments of bubaccl:ons (2y and (3) of this rule to demonstrate the
education and/or the, experience necessary Lo instruct professional land
surveyors in the conttuct of their practice, and they must reapply and be
approved under this :ru]c by February 28 of every odd-numbered year
after the effective date of this rule.

(c) Applic!ums for course or seminar approval whose
applications were complete prior to the effective date of this rule but
whose applications were not reviewed by the Board as of the effective
date of this rule shall be considered under Rule 61G17-5.004 as it
existed prior 1o the effective date of this rule. 1f approved, the provider
must, upon renewal {meet the requircments of subsections (2) and (3) of
this rule and must reapply and beapproved under this rule by February
2B of every odd-nunl'lbered year after the effective date of this rule.

(2) To dcrlnonslratc the educatton and/or the experience
necessary to instruct professional land surveyors in the conduct of their
practice for continuing education credit, an applicant for continuing
education provider slatus must be cither a vendor of equipment or
software used in the|practice of land surveying, a regionally accredited
educational institution, a commercial educator, a slate or national
professional association whaose primary purpose is to promote the
profession of land s{irvcying, or a surveyor with a Florida license to
practice land survcyling who is not under disciplinary restrictions
pursuant to any order of the Board. In addition, the applicant must
demonstrate pamcular education, experience or skill which sets the
applicant apart from the land surveyors whom the applicant proposes 1o
instruct.

(3) To allow the Board to evaluate an application for
continuing education provider status, the applicant must submit the
following:
